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XC INVITATIONAL RETURNS!

CALEB WELKER (‘26)

The Houghton fall athlet-
ics schedule is in full swing,
with the Houghton Univer-
sity Highlander Invitational
Cross Country meet this
Saturday at 11 a.m.

Cross-country teams
from different colleges will
compete in the Houghton
Field of Dreams courses.
The teams scheduled to at-
tend are Alfred University,
Daemen College, Mans-
field University of Penn-
sylvania, Messiah College,
SUNY Delhi and St. John
Fisher University. These
schools will participate in
both a men’s 8,000-meter
race and a women’s 6,000-
meter race.

At last year’s meet,
Houghton’s Zachary Tuck-
er (‘25) was the High-
landers’ leading finisher in
the men’s race, finishing
fourth overall with a time
of 25:37.80. The Houghton
men, who later went on to
win the Empire-8 Team
Championship, finished
second overall as a team

with 61 placement points.
Noelle Linenfelser (°26)
finished the 6,000-meter
race at 23:17.30 and was in
sixth place overall. Hough-
ton was the fifth-placed
women’s team at the race.
Rochester  Institute  of
Technology was the overall
team winner for the men’s
circuit while Ithaca Col-
lege was the first-place
team finishers in the wo-

men’s race.

Houghton’s Director of
Cross Country and Track
and Field, Patrick Hager,
explained that this is a very
big race for Houghton
since it is likely the track
team’s final competition
before the Empire-8 Cross
Country Championship.

“Taking advantage of
each opportunity is crucial
for confidence and rhy-
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thm,” he said.

Since Houghton is host-
ing the Conference Cham-
pionships this year, Coach
Hager is banking on the ath-
letes associating the course
with a good performance.

Some Highlander ath-
letes to watch on the
women’s side are Noelle
Linenfelser (‘26) and Aria
Larson (‘27).

“Noelle has asserted
herself as one of the top
runners in the region, and
Aria has been having a nice
sophomore year and is
ready for a breakout race,”
Coach Hager said.

On the men’s side, Amos
Bixler (‘26) and James
(J.J.) Eustace (‘25) have
been the top runners on the
team so far and are looking
to continue to impress at
this event. Coach Hager
mentioned that he would
love to see Bixler “put him-
self in position to win the
race, and to run a personal

best” and that J.J. “is gain-

ing steam on fitness after
recovering from an injury.”

Coach Hager encour-
aged students to attend the
event because “there is an
energy about cross country
that 1s different from other
events.” He later noted that
cross country is “a unique
sport, where the athletes are
going full throttle the entire
race.” This makes watching
these athletes compete all

Faculty
Lecture:
Sarah
Massey

On Thursday, Oct. 17,
Music Professor Sarah
Massey will be holding a
lecture as part of the Fac-
ulty Lecture Series on
student engagement and
learning. The meeting
will be in Library, room
323 at 4:25 p.m.

The Faculty Lecture
Series is a gathering
where professors get a
chance to speak to stu-
dents and colleagues
about subjects they have
researched. The lectures
occur around once a
month and are praised for
being a way for professors
to connect with students.

Dr. Massey said her
lecture will focus on “mo-
tivating students to be

transformed by active en-
gagement in learning re-
quires creative strategies.”
She explained that “re
luctant students who tend
to ‘stay on the sidelines’
due to attitudes that they
may FAIL can be empow-
ered to move into the
FLOW of activities which
can maximize learning.”
While she plans to fur-
ther explain this in her lec-

ture, the main focus will
be on “student-first learn-
ing.” This is important be-
cause, according to Dr.
Massey, “thinking cre-
atively about how class
material is presented takes
time but pays off with stu-
dent engagement.”

Senior Colin O’Mara
(25) is excited about the
lecture. He said that he
wants to attend because

“the lectures are from
professors we know who
are speaking to their per-
sonal areas of interest and
study.” Having knowl-
edge from professors’
personal interests “allows
me to become versed in a
wide variety of interest-
ing subjects,” he added.
O’Mara reports that
professors have given
lectures on a variety of

topics. He mentioned that
there is often “a solid
mixture of students and
faculty.” He goes to as
many lectures as he can,
even if the topic is differ-
ent from what students
typically discuss.

“If T can receive an in-
teresting lecture on a sub-
ject 1 appreciate, but
haven't had time to invest
in, on a Thursday evening
I'll be there,” O’Mara said.

Andrew Walton, a the-
ology professor, is cur-
rently a part of organizing
the faculty lectures.

“[1] enjoy the chance to
step away from my area
of study and hear about
the exciting work my col-
leagues are doing in di-

verse fields,” he com-
mented.
Dr. Walton explained

that these lectures provide
an opportunity to intro-
duce new and emerging
topics not covered in
classrooms. Faculty lec-

On American Christianity and Its Failures

Everything in life carries
a scent. My mother’s town,
home to a sugar factory, was
burdened by a pervasive odor.
But over time, its residents
grew accustomed to it. This is
a phenomenon known as nose
blindness. Our senses,
whether they detect smell or
sound, often tune out habitual
stimuli. Just as city dwellers
become immune to traffic
noise, American Christians
have developed a form of the-
ological nose blindness. En-
veloped in a belief system
centered on individuality—
my will, my heart, my experi-
ences—this faith tradition can
overlook the profound, com-
forting work of Christ.

American Christianity
has become a realm where the
focus subtly shifts from Christ
to the Christian. This shift is
grounded in theological as-
sumptions that many believ-
ers accept without question.
However, there exists an al-
ternative perspective: one that

regards the Bible as both true
and divinely inspired, offering
clarity and comfort through its
teachings.

When discussing Ameri-
can Christianity, I'm not sin-
gling out any specific denomi-
nation. This term is much
broader than Southern Bap-
tist, Wesleyan, or even Ameri-
can evangelicalism as a
whole.  Across  American
Christianity, four significant
errors have emerged: Revival-
ism, Pietism, Mysticism, and
Enthusiasm. Each in its own
way diverting attention from
Christ and his words of com-
fort and life.

Revivalism  champions
the idea that the Christian
journey starts with a personal
choice to follow Christ. It ele-
vates the role of emotions, of-
ten seeking to stir a decision
through orchestrated experi-
ences. However, this approach
contradicts the biblical teach-
ing that humans are "dead in
sin" (Ephesians 2:1). Salva-
tion is portrayed as a gift from

foundation of your decision
but on the foundation of grace
given to you by God as a free
gift.

Pietism identifies the
Christian life with the pro-
gression of good works. It em-
phasizes personal piety as the
hallmark of true faith. Yet,
such emphasis can over-
shadow the gospel’s core mes-
sage: that Christ’s work, not
our own, assures salvation.
The purpose of the law is to
show us our sinfulness and

God, not a reward for human
choice (Ephesians 2:8-9). In
American  Christianity the
Christian receives Christ as an
act of their own will. In Bibli-
cal Christianity, Christ re-
ceives the Christian as an act
of God’s will. Life and faith
should not be built on the

highlight our need for a sav-
ior. The gospel is the good
news that our savior has come
and paid the penalty for our
sins. Pietism focuses on the
law and neglects the gospel.
Mysticism claims believ-
ers can experience God di-
rectly, without mediation.
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While personal spiritual expe-
riences are valuable, elevating
them above Christ's mediated
work on the cross can lead to
an inward-focused faith. I'm
sure you’ve heard phrases like
“I’m going through a drought,
I’'m just not feeling it in the
spirit”, “I’ve lost my passion”,
“I feel far from God” and
many  others.  Mysticism
causes Christians to base their
faith on feelings. As a young
person, I would go to church
camp every summer and feel
deep sorrow and conviction
about the way I was living my
life. I would go up to the altar
during service and cry, having
people praying over me and I
would commit myself to liv-
ing a better life for Jesus. But
every year after camp ended, |
would slowly go back to the
way I was before. I felt terri-
ble, especially when my mom
would sa %mgs like “was
camp realf,y for nothing”. This
is what happens when you
base your faith on your feel-
ings. The Bible never guaran-
tees we will be able to feel the
Holy Spirit, but that doesn’t
mean he isn’t there. Mysti-
cism only offers comfort
through experlence and if that
experience isn’t there then the
comfort is gone. It teaches
that God is there and he loves
me through my feelings but
when those feelings aren’t
there I’'m left to conclude that
either he’s not there or he
doesn’t love me.

Enthusiasm teaches that
spirituality is chiefly an in-
ward journey. It prioritizes
personal spiritual experiences
over the communal and doc-
trinal aspects of Christianity.
The problem with this is, en-
thusiasts look for God for his
certainty, for his truth, for his

comfort and for his spirit only
on the inside. Enthusiasm fails
to see that the Lord's work is
chiefly on the outside. Enthu-
siasm is bad because it takes
our focus off of Christ and
puts it on to our hearts.
Jeremiah 17:9 says “‘The
heart is more deceitful than all
else and is desperately sick;
Who can understand it?” Our
salvation isn't found in our
hearts, in our feelings or any-
thing inside of us. Our salva-
tion is found only in Jesus
Christ, his promises and the
grace gifted to us through the
word and the Holy sacra-
ments.

The teachings prevalent in
American Christianity can be
heavy and burdensome, con-
trasting sharply with Jesus' in-
vitation to find rest in Him:
"Come to me, all you who are
weary and burdened, and I
will give you rest" (Matthew
11:28). The true yoke of
Christ is light; it is centered on
forgiveness, mercy, and lov-
ing-kindness. The core of
Christian faith should pivot on
these aspects rather than per-
sonal determination or emo-
tional experiences. There is a
profound comfort and assur-
ance found in trusting God’s
promises over our own ef-
forts.

In conclusion, American
Christianity, in its various ex-
pressions, has drifted towards
a self-centric theology. To ad-
dress its shortcomings, believ-
ers might embrace an ap-
proach that prlormzes the
grace and promises of Christ
over individualistic interpre-
tations. By doing so, they can
rediscover the rest and assur-
ance that the gospel promises,
and center their faith back on
Christ, where it rightfully be-
longs. x
