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Touting Absolute Truth?

The returns from the survey conducted by the Star at the
end of first semester centered their comments on the editor

and editorials, with a secondary focus on Bloom County.
The editorial was criticized for being too conservative,
too biased, not objective, and sounding like a statement of
absolute truth. The editor was accused of using a first
person tone that gave a "holier-than-thou" sound to the
editorials. Criticism such as this led me to ask several

incisive questions of myself. What is an editorial? What is
the purpose of my editorials? What can I do to improve my
editorials?

In forming my definition of an editorial I have read and
assimilated the comments of professional columnists on
what they say an editorial is. To me an objective collection
of facts is not an editorial. it is a news story. An editorial is
one person's opinion, no more, no less. It should be well-
reasoned, based upon accurate facts and deductions, but
it should be an opinion. And the opinion should not be one
that all the readers agree with (at least not all the time}.
What the editorial should do is stimulate the reader to

think over the view expressed, compare it with his own,
and so come to a better understanding of what he believes
and why he believes it.

What do I seek to achieve by my editorials? I am trying
to stir the readers to think, and encourage the unity of the
student body within a well-tolerated diversity of skills,
thoughts, and viewpoints. My opinions are presented as
my attempt to handle questions and problems that I have
faced, and feel others may be facing. It is the attempt of one
student to help another by communicating openly his thoughts
and doubts.

Criticisms that the editorials are too conservative, too
biased, and not objective do not overly concern me. An
editorial must be an opinion. What I must avoid is sounding
like I am stating the absolute truth. Let me take a moment
to assure you that I do not claim any absolute truth, except
"Jesus Christ, and him crucified" [Cor. 2:2]. If the tone of
any editorial led you to feel that I was touting absolute truth,
I am sorry. but I never saw it that way.

As to the criticism about using an offensive first person

tone, perhaps I do need to be more careful in my use of tone.
Yet if I am to speak as one person to another. I must not
take a distant, impersonal tone. That would only be pre-
tending I had some scientific precision for my opinion.
People must know I am merely giving my opinion.

What I want to encourage is responses to what I say,

reasonable, searching responses. When I write an editorial
I express my view, telling where I stand now, what I feel
and think. Concerned, helpful responses let me grow,
increase my understanding of an area in which I am not
an expert. I see this exchange as discussion, learning to
share viewpoints with one another for the enlightenment
and growth of all. It is my experience that I grow the most
by listening to the people who disagree with me.

Future editorials will be touching on subjects suggested
by the readers who returned surveys. I trust this willlead
to an insightful exchange leading to increased understanding
of these topics. Remember, do not be offended; I, and prob-
ably those who respod do not claim to hold absolute answers.
If we sound ignorant on a subject you know something about
it is your duty to help us understand. Why else would the
Lord make us all different from each other?

A re-
cognized spokeeman for tbe traditional
values movement. she is an accom-
plished public speaker. She was
formerly a regular commentator on
National Public Radio, and is a
frequent guest on CNN. She has
appeared on shows such as the Today
Show and Good Morning America.

David Wagner is a professor of
Sociology at SUNY Albany. He re-
ceived his B.A. from Michigan State
in 1971. and Ph.D. from Stanford in

1978. Wagner has also taught at
Stanford. the University of Toronto.
and the University of Iowa. He has
Biblished several articles and a book,
The Growth of Sociological Theories
Gender roles have been an area of

basic interest and research for Wagner
over the past six years. He recently
published an article in the American
Sociological Review, 51 (Bebruary:
47-611 which is available m the library.

David Wagner lives in Schemectady,
NY, with his wife and eight year old
son.

"How men and women behave

depends on the situation they are in.
The roles they play are more of a
matter of what men and women pre-

fer...they depend on the choices they
make. Roles of men and women are

not built into human nature."

··ln terms of social policy, the best
policy is when people are not forced
to play women's or men's roles, but
are free to choose to play either."

Wagner feels that to argue that
men and women must choose parti-

cular roles because they are inherent
in their nature "is simdy not fmsistent
with what we know about men and

women"

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Welch's Insight of Christ

Starr Let us start with the basics. What is your full name?
Welch: Reuben R. Welch

Star: What kind of formal education do you have?

Welch: l attended Pasadena College, which is now Point Loma, where
I presently teach. In 1948 I graduated from Nazarene Theological
Seminary. After graduation 1 was really concerned about missions
so my wife Mary Jo and I traveled to Hawaii. We planted two Mission
churches, one in Honolulu and the other in Hilo. My oldest daughter
was born in Honolulu. in fact, we had to return to the states because
she got sick.
Stan Got sick?

Welch: Brain damage. She has been institutionalized for twenty.five
years.

Stan Is she youronly child?
Welch: No. I have another daughter, Susan, who is twenty-two. She
works at Eastern Nazarene College and hopes to finish her doctorate
in choral conducting. Mary Jo and I have been married about forty years
so, yes, Susan Is twenty-two, and my son is twenty-nine. Rob, my son,
works as a word psychologist in Fulton, Missouri. He is working on a
counseling psychology doctorate. Mary Jo works at Point Loma part-
time, teaching speech and English. She has been there about twenty
years.

Star Can yougivemeanymorefamily background?
Welch: I am a third generation Nazarene.
Star Not to be rude, but why are you speaking in a Wesleyan chapel?
Wdch: Nazarene and Westeyan are like doctrines. I don't know enough
of Wesleyan to tell you where we differ.

Sur That is quite all right. What changes, motivations, or purposes
doyour messages intend to makeon thiscampus?
Wolch: Motivation? 1 really don't like that word. I didn't come out here
to initiate or change. 1 came here to share Jesus. You can ask some
people about a preacher and what will he preach, and they can say
confidently "He always talks about salvation, or God's love, or God's
power, and so forth," Ask anyone about me. When I preach, I talk about
Jesus Christ. Everything in my sermon is directed towards Him. I try
to get in all aspects towards Christ. My main issues are what is a
Christian? What is a Christian community? What is the Christian walk?
I just want to share the insight of Christ which I searched for and preached
when I was the chaplain at Point Loma for fourteen years. I want to
remove certain attitudes of the Christian walk such as looking up to
God, or the Idea that you haven't tried hard enough In your walk. Don't
look up, don't try harder, just open up and let Jesus come in to your

world. Let your world become His. Trust Him and listen to His voice.
But not only that, respond to His commands.

Star How could you personally back that up?

Welch: If you had much more time, I could tell you about what I con-
sider my transforming years between '61-'63. The people, the books,
and the experiences really were life changing. I would Say the focal
point would be teaching the book of Romans at Point Loma. You could
say I discovered the "Gospel," but better yet 1 discovered grace. 1
realized that the Word was the Good News, not good advice. Another
thing that I think people have a hard time accepting is their humanity.

I believe in Christ's Divinity, but I equally believe He was human. We
belong to the human family, and with that comes failures, and Christ

does understand. What else is on your list?

Stan You have answered most of the questions but there are others.
Do you liketo preach orteach?

"It might be an easy thing to be-
come a Christian but to be a

Christian is a life long process
thatisn't easy at all,and the strug-
gle is the greatest joy I know."

Welch: Preaching is teaching. I find that I love what I teach, I love who
l teach, so 1 want who I teach to love what I teach. I've been teaching
for 26 years at Point Loma, and before my sabbatical 1 was teaching
Bible, Greek, and some basic Christian thought.
Stan What is your favorite sermon and why?
Welch: Probably on John and Romans since I found what I consider
to be the basis of the "Gospel." I also enjoy Old Teslament theology
Star When did you commit your life to Christ?
Welch: I was saved from the -awful life of sin" at the age of six. I was
raised in a Christian family.
Star What would you change in your life if you could?
Welch: What do you mean?
Star. Would you have wanted to stay in missions or write books
instead of teaching and preaching?
Welch: No. lam on sabbatical to write a book, and l love to teach.
Star. Your first sermon to us was on human failures. Can you name
anyof yourown?
Welch: Too numerous to mention.

Star What is your impression of the Houghton College Campus?
Welch: Nice loaded question. Do I have some choices? I really know
nothing about the Houghton campus, yet life on Christian campuses
are all alike. It can be boring, exciting, depressing, or it is just living
a life but on a college campus.
Star. Pastor Walters told the audience that you and he had met before,
where?

Welch: We met at a camp meeting here two years ago. it was instant
like.

StaB Before we finish, 1 have a few questions which I probably shouldn't
ask, but 1 will. In your opinion, what do you feel a woman's place in the
church should be?
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Welch: I'm for equal rights. I am almost converted from male chauvmism.

I say almost because t've yet to encounter certain situations which
I may react in a chauvinistic way. I would really like to see more women
teachers in religion.
StaB You mean you don't believe women should be barefoot and
pregnant?
Wilch: No. Do you?

Star Of course I do. I only came to Houghton to get married.
Welch: it is unbelievable how you can lie like that with a straight
expression. I believe that we all have "female-male" qualities. I think
it is unfair and unfounded to say only women can have compassion,
tenderness, and warmth, or that only women need that kind of attention.
Star. How do you correlate that with Paul's statements in the Bible?
Welch: I think one should do an exegesis on those verses before one
jumps to conclusions of any sort.
Stan Back to our list, my final question is what do you see about
present day Christianity, American especially, as to it's trend?
Welch: I'm profoundly concerned with evangelical Christianity. I leel
we have absorbed or become symbiotic with this western culture.
We have bought into many things and standards that the West prag-
matists believe In today. I'm afraid and disturbed especially about us
buying into the corporate model of success and "religious" entertain-
ment.

Should Houghton College invest in

a drug testing program for its athletes?
At $100 per athlete, drug screening

of sports teams would be expensive
as well as time consuming. It could
also be unnecessary. as was pointed
out by mesnbers of Hmghton's coaching

staff, including men'g basketball
coach Steve Brooks, women's soccer

and basketball coach Terry Curry.
and track coach/trainer. Ken Heck.

Coach Brooks lists school imagdfan
support and help for addicts as the
two major reasons for institution of
drug testing programs in larger schools
but Houghton already maintains a

stand against the use of illegal sub-

and there just is not a problem with

addiclion on sports teams, Brooka aIKI
other coaches are convinced.

Coach Heck observes that since

Houghton only competes on a Division
m level in mainly non-contact sportS.
there is no pressure to txilk up and stay

competitive on the off-season. So.

according to Heck, the question of
uncovering athletes' use of per-

fl:rInce,related drugs such as stBroki
or DMSO is moot He also adds that

"the coach is at fault if he's putting
pmesure on his athletes."

Head of Houghton Phys. Ed. Dept-.
Spud Wentzel points out that "drugs
are a symptom" but that here at

Houghton any drug use is bound to be

than external pressure." Wentzel
further notes that since there B really
"00 causdeffect relationship between
drugs and sports" any drug aware-

ness program should be aimed at the

entire student body. Coaches Curry
and Brooks agree, mentioning that
"it's wrong topinpoint athletes" just
because "they're the ones who get
their names in the paper.

The National Association of Inter-

collegiate Athletics' policy is in
accordance with these views. NAIA

po6cy takes a threepronged approach.

suggesting that schools articulate
a clear poeition on the issue of drug
use, institute drug education through
seminars and pamphlets and conchict
drug screening of a cross-section
of the student body.

Although coaches and students
alike voiced skepticism of testing
athletes exclusively, mo wruld agree

that they wfuld not object if a problem
were to be identified and that a

campus-wide program would be pre-
ferable and more beneficial. Says
Coach Curry, "We have to be aware
of the needs of the studentl This issue

needs to be addressed further."

And further addressed it will be.

Houghton should come up with a

formal policy within the next month
or 80. speculates mens' soccer coach
DOUg Blrke Student inpUt concerning
this topic is welcome in Student
Development, but as with so many
other issues here on campus, "The
College will have to decide."
