Splendid Talk

On Tuesday, October 7, President
J. S. Luckey brought to us more in-
formation about our College and
those who have gone out from here
to enter places of responsibility.
“The proof of the pudding is in the
eating” In like manner the fac-
tory, the farm, any producing estab-
lishment is known by its produce.
Our school was founded in 1884 by
Willard J. Houghton, a man of the
Abraham Lincoln type, endowed with
one of the greatest blessings of life,
common sense.  Recognizing that
education must be standardized, he
founded this institution where it
where every boy and girl should be
treated according to his or her
scholastic ability. It was a habit
with Mr. Houghton that wherever
he went to hold a meeting there was
an altar service for the children and
young people. He wanted a school
should be 100% worth-while, and
where stress should be laid on re-
ligious character. Houghton Sem-
inary was the result of these desires.
The school continued thus und!
1898 when College courses were ad,
ded.

About 3000 students have attend-
ed Houghton. Among the gradua-
tes of this institution who are now in
service are Mrs. Mary Lane Clarke,
Superintendent of the Y. M. W. B.;
the Reverends Dean and Clark Bed-
ford; Mrs. Anna Boardman Smith,
missionary; Dr. Earl Madison, doc-
tor; Rev. E. F. McCarty, foreign
missionary secretary and Rev. I. F.
McCleister, editor of the “Wesleyan
Methodist”. John S. Willett our

Connectional Agent” was the first
graduate from the College Depart-
ment. Since the age of seventeen,
when he was converted, his efforts
have been turned toward spiritual
things. He has done a great deal for
the school and for the church.

Our College course received no
recognition from other institutions
until 1909. From that time until
1923 when our College received its
charter, students attended Houghton
for three years and then went to
some other College to finish. There
were 84 graduates between those
years. One of the main factors
which aided us in securing our char.
ter was the high record which the stu-
dents who had gone out from here
were holding in other institutions.

Testimonials were written by many
professors in the large Colleges. This

school has grown rapidly since then
and now our President is applying
for entrance into the Colleges of the
Middle Atlantic States and Mary-
land.

President Luckey states that his
greatest desire for the school is that
it may fulfill the desice of the
Church; that it may have a depart-
ment which will prepare men and wo-
men to go out to serve the world.
He says that what we need is a live,
red hot institution which will enable
students to leave with a zeal to serve
Christ; real leaders who will shape
history. Many are becoming giants
intellectually and dwarfs spiritually.
These in turn are training men like
themselves. The world needs leaders
in every walk of life; teachers and
ministers loyal to the standards of
the Christian faith who will be a
great blessing to humanity. We must
remember that the reford of our
school depends upon the testimonials
which result from our doing our best.
