THIS REPORT records some highlight
of the 1980-81 year at Houghton College
It reaffirms Houghton's historic purpose
and examines her place In Amerlcan high
er educatlon. In addition it anticipate
some aof the special challenges the colleg
faces and the goals we will strive to reac
in this, our ninety-ninth year,

Houghton College has joined with 1,10
other American colleges and universities ¥
1981-82 to promote the importance
higher education with the urgent messag
that “America’s Energy is Mind Power.” A
part of that campaign these institutions ar
reminding Americans that higher educatio
has been essential to our past national st
cess and that it is indispensible to futur
greatness. Our most prominent leader
have promoted education as crucial to th
national welfare, It was Thomas Jeffersor
author of the Declaration of Independence
who dreamed that .. .education (is) the e
source most to be relied on for ameliora
ing the condition, promoting the wirtue
and adwvancing the happiness of man.. Er
lighten the people generally, and tyrann
and oppressions of body and mind wi
vanish like spirits at the dawn of day "

Two centuries later as the Secretary ¢
Health, Education and Welfare, John Garc
ner, wrote, “The release of human poten
tial, the enhancement of individual dignii,
the lIberation of the human spirit--those ar
the deepest and truest goals to be cor
ceived by the hearts and minds of the &
merican people.” It was Gardner's firm be
lief that these high goals should and coul
be achieved by education.

Our history clearly shows that America’
investment In higher education has pai
great dividends. Today 154 counbies he
long to the United Nations. Of that numbe
only seven both existed in 1914 and hav
not had their form of government change

by lorce since that time. America heads
this list. Only the stability and continuity of
the British government compares with the
American success. And the quality and the
availablility of American education deserves
much of the credit for this ocutstanding
achievement in the expedence of mankind.

But in spite of its accomplishments, the
198(Vs promise to be a problem plagued
decade for American higher education.
Economic challenges abound —double digit
inflation, high unemployment, low product-
ivity, soaring energy costs, and slow eco-
nomic growth. In addition to economic dif-
ficulties, American higher education must
face a dramatic decline in the number of
18.-22 year-olds—some 30 percent in the
northeastern United States. While college
cosls are climbing, public unding of stu-
dent financial aid to attend college is being
cut: government legislation and regula-
tion combined with litigation on hundreds
of Issues produce increasing pressures on
all colleges with special pressures on Christ-
fan higher education.

Clearly all is not well in American so-
clety or in the groves of academe. Honesry
requires us to recognize that these prob-
lems have emerged and grown even while
the Importance of and participation in
higher education increased, Thus while
Houghton College endorses the import
ance of the Mind Power campalgn, we
hiawve always insisted that mind power based
upon even the very best human abilities
and impulses 18 not enough, Victor Frankl
dramatically stated the deleterious influence
of an exclusively secular and mechanistic
phitosophy when he said:

If we present a man with a concept
of man, which is not true, we may
well corrupr him. When we present
man as an automation of reflexes, as
a mindmachine. as a bundle of in-
stincts, as a pawn of drives and re-
actions, as a mere product of instinct,
heredity, and environment, we feed
the nihilism to which modem is_..
prone.

The gas chambers of Auschwitz were
the ultimate consequence of the
theory that man is nothing but the
prodiict of heredity and environment
--or as the Nazis liked to say, ‘Blood
and soil.’ | am absolutely convinced
that the gas chambers of Auschwitz. ..
were ultimately prepared, not in

some ministry or other (in Berlin, but
rather at the desks and lecture halls
of nihilist scientists and philosphers,

Thus Houghten College has always
accepted the premise that human mind
power is not enough.. we must in addition,
“let this mind be In you which was also In
Christ Jesus.” (Philippians 2:5) In this pas-
sage St. Paul is admonishing the Philippian
Christians to live in the unity as well as live
out the unity which they have in Christ
Christians must be united in their convict-
ions, their purposes, and share the mind of
Christ. He goes on to make it clear that we
should follow Chrst in His example of
humiliy and service, recognizing Christ as
Lord. “to the glory of God, the Father.” Ta
use Elton Trueblood’s phrase, the Christtan
college strives for “the holy conjunction of
competence and commitment.”

Whether the activity described in the fol-
lowing report Is curriculum building, stu-
dent housing, fund raising, budget prepar
ation, or student recrultment., we seek to
do all to the glory of God and with the con-
stant sense thar as a Christian college we
should be the spawning bed for graduates
who can change the world., Our goal is
alumnl who have minds that are keen and
enlightened, and who are transformed and
compassionate so that they are nol only
prepared for heaven, but also {in the words
of our founder, Willard J. Houghton)
equipped “for fixing up this world."”

Academics

Learning and teaching are the heart of
the educational enterprise. Central to these
tasks is a faculty that teaches effectively,
that by example and precept encourages
students to become thorough and lifelong
learners. In the words of James Frick, “A
great educational institution is nothing
more than great men and women inspired
to a maximum effort by the character of the
place. Nothing so much determines the
quality of a college as the quality of the
faculty that teaches there.”

Houghton College is well served by ex-
cellent faculty members. Exemplary of
these is Dr. F. Gordon Stockin, who com-
pleted his full time service at Houghton this
past year. Since 1938 Dr. Stockin has con-
tributed to the education of thousands of
Houghton alumni, always seeing each as
an individual. One by one he shared with
them his concern for their spiritual life and
growth as well as their intellectual mastery.
From him students learned much about the
classics and foreign languages, but they
learned even more about what it means to
be an educated, caring, Christian.

Significant faculty appointments and
curricular changes were made during the
past 12 months. The growth of the lang-
uage program required the addition of
another full time faculty member in Span-
ish. This is a marked contrast to the decline
of language studies at many American col-
leges and universities. The faculty and
board of trustees approved an academic
minor in computer science, and after two
years of searching, Houghton has named a
second faculty person in this growing dis-
cipline. The new art major has attracted
more students than initial planning project-
ed and with new leadership we look for-
ward to continuing growth and strength in
that program.

During 1980-81 Dr. George Wells
directed a study in Quality Undergraduate
Education which was coordinated by the
council of Independent Colleges and par-
tially funded by the Kellogg Foundation.
This task force of faculty, students, and
administrators developed a proposal for a
major in recreation at Houghton which was
approved by the state education depart-
ment. It is already attracting students who
see recreation as another excellent oppor-
tunity for serving others effectively.

Last year Professor Paul Johnson gave
leadership to a task force which guided

Houghton’s partici-.tion in the Higher
Education Man- :ment Institute which is
under the auspices of the American Coun-
cil on Education. This ACE/HEMI Task
Force had college-wide representation. To
assist the task force in setting goals and
priorities, every member of the board of
trustees, faculty, staff and administration,
together with selected students, completed
a Needs Assessment Survey. These surveys
were tabulated and analyzed by the ACE/
HEMI National Staff and the results were
shared with campus personnel responsible
for each program. Next each campus
working group developed a plan to maintain
strengths and overcome weaknesses. Too,
an overall response is also being generated
to meet the needs perceived by the mem-
bers of the community. Notably, increased
attention will be given to budget building
and long range planning. And we will
increase our efforts to strengthen inservice
training and evaluation for all those related
to the college.

The most exciting event of 1980-81 was
completion and occupation of the new
physical education center. A new gym-
nasium has been a need and a dream for
many decades. | am certain this center will
make Houghton more attractive to poten-
tial students and more importantly, enable
us to serve them more effectively while
they study here. After just eight months of
use, it is clear that both the curricular and
co-curricular aspects of college life relating
to health, physical education and recreation

have improved significantly.

The future holds many special challenges
for the academic activities of the college.
While we are blessed with many fine educa-
tional facilities, at least two academic
buildings require renovation and/or re-
placement soon. The first is Woolsey Hall
which houses many classrooms as well as
foreign language, education and business
faculty offices. The fine arts building was
outgrown long ago and a committee is
surveying needs in music and art toward the
goal of designing a new facility. The cen-
tennial celebration should provide momen-
tum to help us meet these needs over the
next few years.

Looking ahead, we must continue to
increase the student/faculty ratio. (The
college has moved from a 13.5 to 1 ratio to
15.5 to 1 toward a goal of 17 to 1}. Too,
we must intensify efforts to improve the
faculty salary schedule. Houghton College
has never tried to compete with major
colleges and universities in its salaries, but
is now in danger of lagging behind many
other Christian colleges which also expect
sacrifice from their faculty members.

Dr. Frederick D. Shannon continues to
provide excellent leadership as Academic
Dean. Working with Dean Shannon the
Academic Affairs Council has developed
several suggestions to increase the college’s
ability to respond to the changing needs of
those we serve. Some of those structural
changes should be completed and imple-
mented in the 1981-82 academic year.®

Various floor plans and modular construction schemes are being considered for the replacement of
76-year-old Gaoyadeo Men’s Residence. Plans should be completed during 1981-82 so that financial
arrangements can be made and a construction timetable be established.
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Last summer the college operated three Elder-
hostel sesstong drawlng IS0 senlor citlzens from
11 stales, As studenls the Facolty found (hem
enthusiagtic learners, eager for persomal inter-
chanage, rich in experience. In 1982, Its thivd pear
at Houghton, the program is expected to ran five
gegsiong,

Under its founder, Church Relations direclor
Raiph Bieseckar, the Son Touched extension group
ehlertained at a Doug Oldhamn dinner concerl held
an campus in May. They also ministered to some
10,000 people during a subsequent tour in the
eastern states.

External Affairs

Dv. Jon Balson has completed his fivst
year as Executive Director of External
Affairs. His oulstanding planning and ad-
ministrative skills are evident in the results
achieved in the areas he supervises, this
vear adding financial aid.

Mr. Wayne MacBelh continues to pro-
vide excellent leadership in the Admis-
sions program. Last year enrollment in-
creased hy some 20 students over 1979
and there is a similar gain for 1981, Such
growth 5 significant in vlew of the declining
number of high school graduates, particu-
larly in the nartheastern United States,

Church Relations under the able direc-
tion of Mr., Ralph Biesecker planned an
excellent ministerial conference last spring,
Well attended, ks success should encourage
even larger attendance in the future. Six
new music groups were active throughout
the year, presenting concerts and messages
In over 150 churches.

As Conference and Meellng Directar,
Ms, Barbara Hora devotes her time to
bringing groups to campus. Last year some
7000 persons visited, a number more than
double that of just three vears ago, Of spec-
ial interest and enjoyment was a dinner
concert featuring the student group Son
Touched with gospel singer Doug Oldham.
This event attracted 1,000 people to the
campus, soms of them for the first time.

Crevelopment under the direction of M.
Ralph Young experienced a rewarding
year. As the accompanying graphs show,
glvlng to the college has increased in each
of the last four years, Giving by individuals
now represents over 60% of total gifts—a
very stable base of annual ilnancial sup-
port. Additionally, unrestricted, current
fund giving, upon which the college
increasingly relies, continues to dse. In
1980-81 total cash recelved exceeded that
of the previous year by more than 39%.

In 1979-80 the college introduced a
phonathon which praduced about $15, 000,
Last year Mr, David Jack planned and or-
ganized a more extensive effort which in-
volved many volunteers both on and off
campus, This program personalized the
contact between the college and its alummi
and friends. We received many helptul
comments and suggestions along with
pledges for more than $200,000--mast of
which the college received belore the June
30¢h close of the fiscal year,
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Also during the year eight wills desiyna-
ting Houghton College as a beneflciary
were closed, providing nearly $92,000,
We thank Gad, faithful suppotters and hard-
working staff for an impressive record,

The Government Relations Offfee was
gstaffed part time by Mr. Deyo Montanye.
Under his leadership several proposals
were preparad and funded. The maost sig-
nificant iz a Title Il project which brings
31750000 to Houghton College during
1981-82 to support activities including in-
stituticnal planning, developmental studies,
faculty development and curriculum en-
richment.

Demands upon the Public Information
staff continue to grow, Mr. Dean Liddick
and his able assistant, Mrs. Diane Spring-
stead played crucial roles in the production
of a new college cataloy, a new student
viewbook, dogens of brochures and pro-
grams for the main campus and Buffalo
Suburban Campus plus hundreds of press
releases. All of these activities were dane
while instituting bi-monthly production of
the Houghton MILIEU, (the previously
quarterly college magazine).

External affairs goals for 1981-82 are
high, but must be reached to maintain bath
the momentum and the health of the cal-

lege. We must obtain the cash and ¢om-
mitments needed to pay the remaining
$1,000,000 due on the gymnasium. We
must also achieve current fund giving levels
exceading by at least 10 percent what was
given last year. Houghton's vapidly ap-
proaching centennial is also an appropriate
time for us to strenghten endowment and
improve facilities. Such efforts require in-
creasing assistance from the board of trus-
tees as well as from (PACE), the President's
Advisory Council on Excellence. | am con-
fident that Houghton's ministty warrants
such support and that it will be forthcoming. e

For several years Mys. [Junkle has carried
interest and responsibility for several grops
on campus, Her efforls 1o develop oman-
featons designed to make the Houghton
experience more enjoyable and more re-
warding for these groups led to formation
of an International Students Organization.
The Amerdcan Black Students under the
guidance and advisorshinp of Prctessor Mary
Conklin are forming a similar organization.
Besides serving their own members, both
of these greups wish 1o aid in the inter-
cultural education and ovientation of new
students. During the past year services to
commuting and  married  students  in-
creased, As these groups continue to grow
In size we rmust remain sensitive to their
needs and provide the organization and the
assistance they require.

This past year was one of change and
improvetnent for the Health Center. First,
this service was moved from its old loca-
tion to a completely renovated and re-
modeled atea in the basement of East
Hall, The new facility provides ample room
for exemminaton and treatmeni as well as
for record heeping and instruction. A grant
from the Wendt Foundation provided funds
far funiture and computer equipmment, This
equipment will £nhable the health center to
have accurate records immediately avail-
able, but more importantly, will provide
self-instructional  opporunites  for  de-
veloping and maintaining positive altitudes
and habils about health and physical fit-
ness. Mrs. Dionne Parker, director of the
health center, has completed her training
as a licensed MNurse Practitioner which
further enhances the quality of avalable
health care,

The Student Development Office as
sumed more formal responsibiling for stu-
dent artrition. & special program of reten-
tion counseling was developed, with Drs.
Arne Schroer and Dan Ross  giving
special guidance to graduate assistant Park

Smith in retention counseling strategie:

During the past year, siw Houghton ste
dents completed a masters degres in st
dent petsonnel services at lhe Stat
University College in Bullalo.

Chaplain  Hichard Bareiss complete
nine years of effectlve service. With hi
departure as Coardinator for Christian lite
a new staffing pallern cowvers his respor
sibilities. First, Professor Laurence Mulle
has assumed the role of chapel chairmar
admipistering and leading the chapel pre
grams, Christian service and outreach ac
tivities are now coordinated by Assoclat
Dean of Students, James Spurrder. Finallg
the pastoral stalt of the local Wesleya
Church has assumed an increased role i
working with members of the colleg
community who have special spiritu:

Suburban Campus

1980-81 was a vear of significant accom
plishment and change at the Buffale Subur-
ban Campus. After four and a hall years as
dean of that campus, Dr. Ronald Strum-
beck restgned to accept a leadership position
in a California educatlonal foundation. D
Charles Massey has been named as his
successor and the faculty and staff at Buffalo
have responded in positive and helplul
ways to this change.

Last fall ihe Board of Trustees approved
several program changes {or the suburban
campus, A comprehensive, high quality
devalopmental studies program was plan-
ned and is now being offered on a pilot
basts. All credit and continuing education
programs were carefully evaluated wo deter-
tnine which best contrbuted to the quality
and the wnique contribution Houghton
College could be making n the urealer
Buffalo cornmunity,

Present internship programs have been
expanded and the Buffalo suburban cam-
pus was designated as the operating center
for the professional semester of secondary
eduration stiudenis. The third year of the
ministerial program was discontinued there.
Future students in thal program will spend
two years at each campus.

[.ast year was encouraging both for en-
rollment and for budget. Two hundred
twenty-four students enrolled in credit hear-
ing classes with move than twice that many
participating in the non-credit continuing
education program,

Finangially 1980181 was the best year
for the campus since it merged with Hough-
lonin 1969, A comblnation of carefu bud-
geting, budget control and increased gifts
produced a modest surplus. As a result of
the generous support of PDr, Carl Tambein
the endowment for that campus was n-
creased 1o $280.000 and the remaining
capital obligation on the Lambein Learning
Center was paid off. A grant of $25 000
was received to renovate Tyon Hall and
the women's auxiliary purchased 12 tables
and 160 folding chairs for use there,

Mr. Henty C. Coords, president emeri-
tus of Fisher Price Toys, served as the hon-
ovary chatrman of the 12 for 312,000 Camn-
paign. He was ably assisted by Norman
Klas and David Johnson wha served as co-
chairmen of the campaisn committes.

Megotistions are underway that would

make Houghton a more active partner with
State University College at Bulfalo in the
qraduate program in student development.
Expanston of the early childhood program
is now receiving serlous conslderation,

In addition to his duties as dean at Buf-
falo, Pr. Massey will also serve as the di-
rector of the Hile III project mentioned
earlier. Both assignments are heavy ones
but this arrangement should increase com-
munications and cooperation between the
two carnpuses bringing us closer to the goal
of being a single college operating two
campuses which complement and supple-
ment each other’s efforts, @

The complexity and sianiflcance of
the task continue to grow with the increase
of budget pressures, governmental regula-
tieons and an eplarging plant to maintain.

[.ast year's most obvlows and time con-
suming project was compleilng construct-
ion of the new qyrmnasium. In {hat process
Mr. Mielsen negotiated with dozens of con-
tractors and suppliers. Mr. Hobert Fleg),
superintendent of the project for Olsen
Bullders Supplies Co., Ine.,; made cartain
that the wotkmanship was performed with
care, and durlng the project was constantiy
vigilant to achieve a building that can be
maintained with minimum eflort and cnost.

Flscal 198081 hegan with a tnodest op-
erating delicit. Thanks to carefu] budgedng
and conscientlous budoet control, the daf-
icit was eliminated and a modest surplus
was huiht by year's end. With sacrificial giv-

Landscaplng is
progressing at the new gymansium site and
for the first time since Shenawana Men's
Dorm was constructed 20 years ago, the
adjacent parking areas have been paved,

The college now has two gas wells un its
property. The {irst went inio service on
Movember 4. 1980 and s producing 30,000+
50,000 cubic feet of gas daily, The MNew
York State Enevgy Research and Develop-
meni Authority's share of the drilling costs
should be repald within two years, after-
which gas produced by this well should
save the collene some 30,000 a year. The
second gas well was completed owver the
summer. While it appears less successful
than the [rst one, it will be helpful in con-
trolling energqy costs, In addition to negolia-
tng both wells, Mr. Nielsen consulted with
four other area non-profit agencies in their
efforts 1o obtain gas wells on their property.

Enrollment Gains

Houghton College has enrolled 1255
at its two campuses for the fall term.
Registrar Richard Alderman announced
main campus enrollment at 1175 - 1126
fulltime and 49 part-time. The freshman
class totals 357 and is sixty-four percent
female. Seventy-three freshmen received
New York State Regents Scholarships:
three are National Merit Finalists. The
new class has 20 valedictorians, 10
salutatorians and a dozen missionary
children. Mr. Alderman noted the 1175
figure is up 40 from last year due to

Houghton College President, Dr.
Daniel R. Chamberlain has announced
approval of a $175,000 federal grant
proposal made under Title Il of the
Higher Education Act of 1965 (The
Strengthening Institutions Program). He
said that the money will be applied to five
campus activities—Planning, Manage-
ment and Evaluation; Development of
Student Basic Skills, Professional
Development of Faculty, Expansion of
Counseling Services and Strengthening
Academic Programs.

Assistant to the President for Govern-
ment Relations Deyo Montanye noted
that application for the grant was made
last January after nearly a year of brain-
storming and planning sessions involving
faculty representatives of five divisions,
President Chamberlain, Academic Dean
Frederick Shannon, former Dean of
Students Charles Massey, former Buffalo
Surburban Campus Ronald Strumbeck,
Professor Fred Parker and himself.

Montanye explained that Title III

institutions of higher education achieve
self-sufficiency by solving survival threat-
ening problems, stabilizing manage-
ment and fiscal operations, while en-
hancing academic quality and capacity.”

sulting services of an experienced assist-
ing agency will evaluate data, make
planning recommendations and even
help prepare equipment bids.

Because some non-traditional-aged
students require review and some college
applicants lack basic skills, additional
student basic skills development pro-
grams will be accelerated in reading,
writing and mathematics.

The faculty development program will
provide on and off-campus workshops
and a materials collection to update
faculty concerning new technologies,
innovative teaching styles and computer
assisted instruction. Expansion of coun-
seling services will include an additional
counselor to specialize in student
psychological and learning disabilities.

Academic programs will be strength-
ened by addition of a computer science
program and instructor, plus instruction
to help faculty determine when it makes
sense to use computers in various dis-
ciplines. Also to be purchased for faculty
and student use are micro-computers of
various brands, the better to familiarize
teachers and education students with the
various kinds of equipment being used in
the public schools.

An outside evaluator will assist in
overall evaluation of the project. The
grant becomes effective October 1 and

is operative till September of 1982.

Montanye said that the college expects
to submit a multi-year proposal to under-
write continuation of the proposal in
mid-winter.

As
Director of Career Development at the
Army Personnel Center in Washington,
DC from 1971-74, Danner acted as
educational planner and counselor, to
5,000 Army officers. He then returned to
West Point as Chief of the Admissions
Division where he managed the Aca-
demy’s recruiting functions and the
annual operating budget until 1979.
During those five years he initiated
innovative management techniques in
the Academy’s nationwide recruitment
and restructured the minority admissions
program. He and Mrs. Danner, the
former Roselyn Ballard of Wellsville,
NY, received the West Point Community
Service Award. Before he resigned and
accepted the Houghton post, Danner
was Adjutant General at Ft. Knox, KY.
